O R D E R

The Director, Panchayats and Rural Development, West Bengal, is hereby authorised to make necessary sub-allotments to the respective District Panchayat and Rural Development Officers (DPRDO) according to the requirement of the Panchayat Samitis in the respective districts subject to receipt of the necessary utilisation certificates from them.

The charge on account of the grant sanctioned above will be met from the provision under the head of account-“2515-Other Rural Development Programmes)-00-101-Panchayati Raj-NP-Non Plan—011-Grants-in-aid/contributions to the Panchayat Samitis for meeting the cost of TA, DA, etc. of their members and remuneration of office bearers and other contingent expenditure [PN]-V-31-Grants-in-aid-02-Other grants” in the Budget (2009-2010) under Demand No.40.

The DPRDO will sub-allot the grant, subject to requirement and availability of necessary utilisation certificates, to the Block Development Officers of the respective districts, who are hereby declared as the drawing and disbursing officers in respect of the grant for the respective Panchayat Samitis.  The Block Development Officers shall draw the fund so sub-allotted by the DPRDO and transfer the same to the Local Fund Account of the concerned Panchayat Samitis immediately and report the TV No and date in which the amount is drawn along with the utilization certificate in respect of the amount to the DPRDO for onward transmission to the Commissioner, as well as to the Department as early as possible.

5.        The Director, Panchayats and Rural Development, West Bengal and District Panchayat and Rural Development Officers (DPRDO) shall also take into account the outstanding/arrear claims as priority while making sub-allotment.
